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Introduction

On Synology DiskStation with DiskStation Manager 3.2 (hereafter DSM 3.2) and onward, 3rd-party
developers are allowed to develop file hosting modules for Download Station to download files with either
a paid or free account.

This document is to provide some guidelines on how to develop file hosting modules for Download
Station. Developers are advised to have prior programming experience with PHP before reading this
document.

File Hosting Module for Download Station

File Hosting Module Content

Users are allowed to install file hosting modules on Download Station with .host file extension. A host
module is actually a normal unix tgz or tar.gz archive. For example, if you have a host module named
megaupload.host, after extracting the module, you will see the following files in the current directory:

INFO
This is a mandatory file for module configuration. It defines the name of the module and describes how to
locate the actual host module to perform download procedures.
host.php

This is a php module which performs download procedures when host.php is being loaded by Download
Station.
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INFO Content
The content of INFO is UTF-8 encoded JSON format and usually looks like this:

Host.php

host.php is the PHP script that defines a PHP class performing download procedures . This class should
include a constrictor and two mandatory methods which are used to communicate with the file hosting
module for Download Station. Details of these two mandatory methods are explained in Table

2 “Mandatory methods in host.php and arguments”.

The content of host.php should be like this:

PHP scripts in the file hosting module for Download Station are run within a very restricted environment
in order to protect DiskStation from malicious scripts. The following restrictions apply to any PHP scripts
run by Download Station.

Minimal Privilege

Download Station file hosting module is run using "nobody" privilege.

Restricted File Access

Download Station file hosting module cannot access files in shared folders and system configuration
directories.
